Irago Seaside Laboratory (Location: 2914-1 Miyashita, Irago-cho,

Tahara-shi, Aichi)

Situated in Cape Irago equipped with laboratories and accommodation
facilities, the Seminar House is in wide use for open-air instruction,
extracurricular education and training. During summer, it is utilized widely as
a welfare facility for students, faculty and staff who would take to camping,
fishing and swimming.
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Student Dormitories

There are five dormitories on the campus, two for male students (houses
124 people) and three for female students (houses 186 people). The bath
rooms and the meeting room are in the central hall (RC1).
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Welfare Facilities

store, a ticket agency and a bookstore, supporting campus life of students,
faculty and staff.
